SIXTH SEMINAR   IN  FRENCH  AFRICAN COUNTRIES 

FOR RADIOGRAPHERS  
From 10 to 12 November 2010 

Under the auspices of ATTRIM, and the AFPPE, ISRRT the sixth seminar of French Africa was held in Lomé (TOGO) with participation from 11 African countries: Benin, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Ivory Coast, Congo Brazzaville, Gabon, Mali, Senegal, Niger, Chad, Togo and representatives of France. 

Our colleagues in the Togolese Association ATTRIM had chosen a theme of hope "AFRICA AND THE MODERNISATION OF MEDICAL IMAGING" that 160 Radiographers  have followed with great interest and attendance. 

The opening of the seminar speeches were made by the representative of the Minister of Health and de Mrs Midodji  Awabanou Président of  l'ATTRIM ( Togo), and Philippe Gerson Vice - Président Europe / Afrique of ISRRT and Vice- Président AFPPE. 
We also appreciated the presence of Mr. Bob Link Marketing Director of Canon for Europe / Africa, Valérie Marcade Export Director Stéphanix and Philippe Juthier Commercial Director of Hitachi  for MRI / CT. 

Despite the limited introduction of CT and MRI in West and Central Africa  and little practice of African Radiographers on these machines, we have witnessed during these three days some quality contributions. 
Practical workshops, always very popular, have been given in hygiene and anatomy sections of the abdomen and chest by Jocelyne Legoazigo and Dominique Zerroug and scanner technology by Philippe Gerson. We believe that in future seminars, they will occupy an increasingly important role by providing practical technology workshops in CT / MRI anatomy and CT / MRI itself.
A presentation to all participants of the goals and objectives of WRETF was made by Mrs. D. Zerroug 

I have also formally submitted, on behalf of WRETF, at the opening of the seminar, the books donated to Mr. NANA NARCISSE of Cameroon and to Mr. Midodji Awabanou of Togo.

Boniface Yaou, teacher and council member from the Ivory Coast, with the assistance of Ms. D. Zerroug  also managed the first educational workshop for trainers from radiology schools from all countries present. This initiative was highly appreciated by participants who want a strengthening of the workshop.
During the seminar an inter-African Association for technical staff of medical imaging and radiotherapy (RIAPTIMER) was created to strengthen collaboration between the various exchanges and associations to promote the profession in Africa. 

All participants were warmly thanked for their donations. WRETF books were very popular with schools radiology in French-African countries  who are struggling to have lessons and quality documents. In fact  radiography schools in French-African countries don’t have teaching type material and no longer have access to the Internet  which is why they really appreciate  all donations.
